* Health Insurance :

Exchange students must enroll the national Health Insurance and pay
insurance fee every month from year March, 2021. Before this is activated when
Alien regqistration card is issued in Korea, students must be responsible for their
own health insurance coverage in Korea.

After
registering your residence card in Korea, you will be subject to enroll the
national health insurance and the fee invoice will be informed to you from
the National Health Insurance Service.

If you receive medical coverage equivalent to medical care benefits (Article
41 of the National Health Insurance Act) by foreign laws, from foreign
insurance, or under the contract with your employer, you may apply for
exemption from the subscription. Please contact NHIS directly regarding
your exemption.
